For those of you not familiar with our camp, it has been running on Holy Island every summer since 1954
and the aim of the camp is to provide a safe and enjoyable week away in a unique location, where children
can engage in a variety of mainly outdoor activities, make new friends and get some much needed time
away from screens! The ‘camp’ is a purpose built hostel, with dormitories containing bunk beds for eight
children. The maximum capacity is 64 per week (a slight reduction from previous years), and we are usually
full up! The camp is run exclusively by volunteers who are all subject to Enhanced DBS Clearance
